SCHEDULE 

We currently play twice a month on Saturday evenings. The first game of the month is a $10-40 buy in NL hold’em only game. The second game of the month is a mixed rotation game with a buy in of $20-40 where each game is usually played for 30 minutes. Other games may be offered in place of those games at any point if there is enough interest for it. Always check the invitation to confirm stakes, structure, and time. 
Games almost always start at 7PM and will run until 12-2AM (1AM is the normal stopping point). Several of the players drive long distances to come to the game and are expecting to play for the entire evening. For this reason it is suggested that you bring at least 2 buy ins. This prevents the game from becoming shorthanded or breaking up early. 

If you need to leave early for some reason please let me know ahead of time and let the whole group know upon your arrival. If the game is full and another player can make it the entire evening they will be given priority over the player who needs to leave early. 
BEVERAGE/FOOD INFORMATION
The current structure is BYOB. I know that people don’t always have time to get to the store or don’t want to so I always have beer, pop, and bottled water on hand. If you take something from the fridge I ask that you donate $1 a beer, and $.50 for pop/water so I don’t have to charge a seat fee. The games are NOT raked. Occasionally I will put out some snacks and will do so at my expense. Other than that food is not provided, but sometimes the group decides to order pizza or something else during the game. It is up to those players to figure it out. 

RSVP INFORMATION
Currently RSVP’s are handled through anyvite. The invitation will go out about 1.5-2 weeks prior to the next game depending on my schedule. The games is first come, first serve. I do not allow maybes for RSVPs since I have had many problems in the past trying to track people down to find out if they could make it. If you can’t make a game take the 5 seconds and click the NO button. You won’t get any more emails sent about the game after you do that plus it lets me know that you’re still active. A No is better than no response. 

If you RSVP for the game be there (I shouldn’t have to say this, but you’d be surprised...). If your new and don’t show you will be removed from the RSVP list permanently!!

The invitation is for you and you alone. If you bring anybody else to the game you are not coming in. After you have been to a few games and the group has gotten to know you then you may have a friend contact me. They will need to go through this same process before they will be allowed to play.     
General Rules

1. One player to a hand. Do not discuss what you folded, potential hole cards, or cards that have flopped. 

2. Splashing the pot is prohibited. Bets must be placed directly in front of you.

3. Show one, show all.

4. Cards speak for themselves.

5. No string betting. First action is binding, this includes verbal declarations and physical actions.

6. Mucked hands are dead. Folded hands cannot be retrieved.

7. Act in turn. Be ready to act when it is your turn.

8. Both cards must be shown to win at showdown. The last raiser (or first to act if it is checked around) must show first.

9. All cards and chips must remain on the table. Money put in play must stay in play until you leave the game. Higher denomination chips must be clearly visible to all.

10. House decisions are final. If house is involved in action a non-partisan party will be chosen. 

11. All rules not covered here will be decided by Robert’s Rules of Poker. 
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
